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BRIDGE COMMANDER  


WIDESCREEN TUTORIAL





Quite a few people have asked me how I managed to get Bridge Commander to run in widescreen. Well, here’s a tutorial showing you just how to do just that.





Firstly, go to the root directory of BC. You can do this by either:


1: Right clicking on your BC desktop icon> properties> target/open containing folder.





2: Go to My Computer> click on the drive BC is installed on (usually C)> then program files> Activision> Bridge Commander.





Right, you now should be in your root directory, now there should be something that says ‘options.cfg’. Right click on that and then open with notepad.





Once in there, scroll down to graphics options. Two of the lines there should say ‘display height’ and ‘display width’. You need to alter the numbers to the resolution you wish. However, BC wasn’t designed to run in widescreen so not all widescreen resolutions work (such as 1440x900). 





The best resolutions I’ve found are 1280x728 (16:10) and 1280x720 (16:9). The latter is best for HDTV’s and the first for PC monitors.
