EXCEPTION: ACCESS VIOLATION: THE FIX!!

Yep, you read it right, and it is NOT thanks to me, I am just someone who wants to share the information with you, so let's go on.

I assume you install the game at “D:\legacy”  (may be ANY folder) and that the game won't run at all (when starting the program the exception error pops up).

Every time you need to delete a file you can also move it to an other place on your hard drive. so you can easily replace the files when the fix isn't working for you
----------

In this state now you will get the error later on when you start the campaign, multiplayer or skirmish mode. 


6. Now run the game until it crashes (for me it was when game was almost loaded). do that 5 times!! be sure you remember the first time and the last time you started the game!!

7. Return to the folder "aders" and remove any files that where NOT accessed between the first time and the last time you ran the game in step 6.

ACCESSED, NOT EDITED. IF NO FILES WHERE ACCESSED: LEAVE IT AND GO DIRECTLY TO STEP 9!!

8. Run the game again. if it still crashes go to step 9. other wise be happy!

9. Go back to the "aders" folder. in that folder you will see a folder called "PostProcess". Delete all files in it but keep the folder!!

10. You should now be able to play the game if not:

- There was someone reported the problem was caused by its soundcard it was 5.1 but when he set the card to be 4.1 the game worked.

-Patch your game using the patch on http://legacy.filefront.com if you didn’t already do so!.
